Whereas, Revised Development Plan of Greater Mumbai was sanctioned by the State
Government in the year 1991-1994 and whereas the Development Control Regulations of
Greater Mumbai, 1991 (hereinafter referred to as “the said DCR,1991”) was sanctioned by the
Government vide Urban Development Department’s Notification dated 20/02/1991 to come
into force with effect from 25/03/1991. And whereas, the said DCR, 1991 was in force
upto dt.30/8/2018. And whereas, from time to time Government has sanctioned modifications
in the said DCR,1991;

And whereas, Government vide Notification dt. 3/10/2008 had sanctioned modification
in Regulation 32, Table 14(1)(B)(iii) thereby provision of allowing additional F.S.I. on
payment of premium was inserted in the said DCR, 1991 And whereas, in exercise of powers
vested under section 37(1) of the Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act. (hereinafter
referred to as “the said Act”) read with provision of Section 154 of the said Act, Government
vide order dt. 2/03/2009 had given directions to the Municipal Corporation of Greater
Mumbai (hereinafter referred to as “the MCGM”) to initiate modification to insert new clause
No. 14 in amended Regulation 32 of said DCR, 1991. And whereas, Pending sanction to these
modification, said modified provision was brought into force forthwith. As per said modified
provision, in cases where owner / developer does not want to utilize the already sanctioned
additional 0.33 FSI & If commencement certificate is not issued for such additional FSI, then
in such cases premium paid for such additional FSI shall be refunded without any interest;

And whereas, Government in Urban Development Department has issued directions
Under Section U/s 154 of the said Act on 14/03/2016 regarding levy of premium in respect
of permitting additional FSI for Educational, Medical Institution, Institutional Building and
Star Category Hotels. And whereas there is a provision wherein cases where additional FSI is
not utilized within four years from the date of letter of Intent ( L.O.L), premium collected
towards additional FSI can be refunded by deducting 10% administration charges;

And whereas, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub Section (1) of Section 31 of
the said Act, the State Government vide Notification No. TPB-4317/629/CR-
118/2017/DP/UD-11, Dt. 08/05/2018 (hereinafter referred to as “the said Notification™) has



accorded sanction to the Draft Development Plan-2034 of Greater Mumbai along with the
Development Control and Promotion Regulations -2034 for Greater Mumbai (hereinafter
referred to as “the said Regulations™) with modifications shown in SCHEDULE-A appended
to the said Notification excluding the substantial modifications as shown in SCHEDULE-B
appended to the said Notification. And whereas, Government has issued corrigendum of even
number dt. 22" June, 2018 as per which the said Regulations have came into force from
1/09/2018. And whereas, thereafter Government has issued a Corrigendum and Addendum of
even number dt. 29" June, 2018 to the said Notification, which is published in Government
Gazette dt. 30™ June, 2018;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra vide Notification dt. 21/09/2018 has
sanctioned EP-1 to EP-168 (Excluding certain EP and provisions which were kept in abeyance)
in the Development Control and Promotion Regulations -2034;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra vide Notification dt. 12/11/2018 has
issued corrigendum in respect of some typographical errors and mistakes and also to clarify
and co-relate certain provisions of said Regulations for its proper interpretation;

And whereas, there was a provision for refund of premium in paid FSI in DCR, 1991
wherein additional FSI is not utilized. However, due to oversight said provision is not
incorporated in the said Regulations. And whereas, Government finds it necessary to
incorporate the provision of refund in the said Regulations;

And whereas, the Government in Urban Development Department is of the opinion
that in the public interest it is expedient to modify the said Regulations, as specifically
described in the Schedule attached herewith; (hereinafter referred to as “ the proposed
modification™);

Now, therefore, after considering the above facts and circumstances and in exercise of
the powers conferred by sub-section (1AA) of Section 37 of the said Act; and of all other
powers enabling it in this behalf, Government hereby publishes a Notice for inviting objections
and suggestions from any persons with respect to proposed modification, as required by clause
(a) of sub-section (1AA) of Section 37 of the said Act, for information of all persons likely to
be affected thereby, and notice is hereby given that the said proposed modification will be
taken into consideration by the Government of Maharashtra after the expiry of one month from
the date of publication of this Notice in the Maharashtra Government Gazette;

The Government is further pleased to inform that any objections/ suggestions in respect
of the proposed modification mentioned in the Schedule attached herewith may be forwarded,
before the expiry of one month from the date of publication of this Notice in the Maharashtra
Government Gazette, to the Deputy Director of Town Planning., Greater Mumbai, having his
office at ENSA Hutments, E-Block, Azad Maidan, Mahapalika Marg, Mumbai 400 001. Any
objections or suggestions, which may be received by the Deputy Director of Town Planning,
Greater Mumbai within the said period will be dealt with in accordance with the provisions of
sub-section (1AA) of Section 37 of the said Act.



The directives issued on 02/03/2009 is not in force. Therefore the Government
issues a fresh directives under Section 154(1) of the said Act that, pending sanction to the
proposed modification under clause (c) of Section 37(1AA) of the said Act by the
Government, the proposed modification shall come into force forthwith.
