MAaHARASHTRA REGIONAL AND TowN PLANNING AcT, 1966.

No.TPS.1814/CR-82/14/Rules/UD-13.—Whereas, the Maharashtra Town Planning
(Compounded Structures) Rules, 2017are prepared by the Government of Maharashtra in exercise
of powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 52A and clause (xxxviii) of sub-section (2) of
section 158 of the Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 (Mah. XXXVII of 1966),
and of all other powers enabling it in this behalf published vide Notification No.TPS-1814/CR-82/
14/Rules/UD-13, dated 7th October 2017 (hereinafter referred to as the said rules) ;

And whereas, various planning authorities in the State communicated various issues raised
while implementation of these rules and requested the Government to reduce the compounding
charges required to be paid in such cases ;

And whereas, the Government felt it necessary to consider the request and necessity to
modify the said rules as mentioned in Schedule attached herewith.

Now therefore, these modifications are hereby published as required by sub-section (1) of
section 158 for the information of public and notice is hereby given that the said modifications in
the said rules will be taken into consideration by the Government on or after expiry of one
month period from the date of publication of these rules.

Any objections or suggestions which may be received by the Deputy Director of Town
Planning, Urban Research Cell, Central Building, Pune-1, within one month from the date of
publication of this notice in Government Gazette from any person with respect to the modification
in the said rules may be considered by the Government while finalisation of the said rules.
