in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013, as follows, namely :—

Part-1. Land Valuation:—

L. The market value of land to be acquired will be determined by ready reckoner

value fixed under the Maharashira Stamp Act (59 of 1958) and the Maharashtra Stamp
{Determination of True Market Value of Property) Rules, 1995.

Part-2. Rehabilitation and Resettlement components:—

1. If a house is lost in rural area, a constructed house shall be provided as per the
specifieations of Indire AmwasYojona or Re. 1.65 lacs in Heu of house.

Explanation.—Iu case of Indira AawasYojana, a house of 25 sq.mt.will be provided.
Considering the low specifications, the construction cost will be minimum Rs. 600 per
sq.flwhich gives Rs. 1,61,400 excluding the cost of the develaped land.

2. If a house is lost in urban area, a constructed house shall be provided of 50
sq.mt.plinth area as per Public Works Department norms or Rs. 5.5 lacs in lien of house.

Explanation —Considering the construction cost of Rs. 1000 per sq.ii., the cost of housc
will be Re. 5,38,000 excluding the cost of the developed land.

3. One time payment of Rs. 5 laes to each affected family to those who have eligible
candidate for emplovment.,

4. Subzistence allowance to the affected displaced families of Re. 3000 per month for
a year after displacement date. For the families belonging to Scheduled Castes or Scheduled
Tribes such families will get additional Rs. 50,000.

5. Transportation cost of Re. 50,000 per affected displaced families.

6. Those families having cattle shed or petty shops will get Rs. 25,000 one time
finanecial assistance.

7. One time grant for artisans, small traders of Rs. 50.000.

S. One timeé resettlement allowance of Rs. 50,000 after shifting of house.
9. Swamp duty and registration : e borne by Requiring Body for the firsg
tranzaetion of the rehabilitated person only.
