Order
MAHARASHTRA STAMP AcCT.

No. Mudrank-2012/1136/C.R. No. 322/M-1.—Whereas, the Government of Maharashtra has vide
Government Order, Urban Development Department, No.TPS-1208/MMR/CR-393/08/UD-12, dated the
4th November 2008 (hereinafter referred to as “the said Order”), declared the Mumbai Metropolitan Region
Development Authority (hereinafter referred to as “the Project Implementing Agency”) established under
the Mumbai Metropolitan and Region Development Authority Act, 1974 (Mah. IV of 1975) as the Project
Implementing Agency for Rental Housing Scheme (hereinafter referred to as “the said Scheme”) as a
Slum Prevention Programme within Mumbai Metropolitan Region ;

And Whereas, the purpose of the said Scheme being slum prevention, request has been made for
remission in stamp duty for the transfer of constructed part of any project under the said Scheme to the
Project Implementing Agency ;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (a) of section 9 of the Maharashtra
Stamp Act (LX of 1958) (hereinafter referred to as “the said Act”), the Government of Maharashtra, being
satisfied that it is necessary to do so in the public interest, hereby reduces the stamp duty to rupees one
hundred as otherwise chargeable under clause (b) of Article 25 of Schedule-l appended to the said Act on
the instrument of conveyance of the constructed part of any project under the said Scheme executed
between the Developer of a Project under the said scheme and the Project Implementing Agency, subject
to the following conditions, namely :—

Conditions,—

(1) To avail of the benefit of stamp duty under this Order, the project shall be an approved
project under the said Scheme.

(2) The conveyance of the constructed part of the project under the said Scheme shall be as
per the provisions of the Development Control Regulations.

(3) The Project implementing Agency of the said Scheme, must certify the eligibility of the
developer by providing an ‘eligibility certificate’.

(4) The developer which has availed of the remission under this Order shall not be entitled for
remission of the stamp duty for the same transaction as per any other order or policy.

(5) Norefund shall be granted where the stamp duty has already been paid by any developer of
the project under the said Scheme, prior to the date of publication of this order in the Maharashtra
Government Gazette.

(6) If any developer of the project under the said scheme, who has availed of remission of the
stamp duty under this Order fails to fulfil the purpose or objectives of the said Order or commits
breach of any of the conditions of this Order or the said Scheme, he shall be liable to pay the whole
stamp duty and penalty, if any, as if there was no remission of stamp duty from the beginning.
