No. DC/L.A./Desk—9/CR.661/2019.— Whereas, the Land Acquisition Act, 1894 repealed with effect
from 1st January 2014. However the reference to the said Act of 1894 was not changed in the Maharashtra
Regional and Town Planning Act ,1966 with immediate effect ;

And whereas in sub-section (2) of section 126, the amendment to the words section 6 of Land
Acquisition Act, 1894 did not take immediate effect. Since the Land Acquisition Act, 1894 is repealed, it is
mandatory to give effect in Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 with immediate effect.
Therefore, any action taken with reference to the repealed Act i.e. Land Acquisition Act, 1894 after its
repeal needs to be undone ;

Now therefore, No.C/Desk-IX/LAQ/CR-661/ 2010, dated 1st February 2011, The Correction made to
the Notification dated 28th March 2014 published in Maharashtra Government Extraordinary Gazette,
Part-l (K.D.S.), Extraordinary No. 48, dated 28th March 2014 by the Collector, Mumbai Suburban District
on page No. 1 to 4 and to the Corrigendum No. C/Desk-IX/LAQ/CR-661/2010, dated 21st August 2015
published in Maharashtra Government Extraordinary Gazette, Part-1 (K.D.S.), Extraordinary No. 57,
dated 21st August 2015 by the Collector, Mumbai Suburban District on page No. 1 to 4 should be read
as follows :—

Public purpose. Whereas, the Government in Urban Development Department under, Maharashtra Regional
and Town Planning (Second Amendment) Ordinance, 2015, Government Gazzatte, dated 29th August
2015 mentioned that the procedure specified in sections 4 to 15 of the “Said Acquisition Act, 2013”
shall not be applicable to this land.
